privacy. Parents will have ten (10) school days after the annual public notice to view the student’s “Directory Information” and to provide notice in writing to the school district that 
they choose to not have this information or any portion of the “Directory Information” released, understanding the student will not be included in public releases, including but not 
limited to the school yearbook.  Unless notified to the contrary in writing within the ten (10) school day period, the school district may disclose any of those items designated as 
“Directory Information” without the parent’s or eligible student’s prior written consent including in print and electronic publications of the school district.  The final day to give North 
Harrison School District written notification will be Tuesday, August 30, 2019. Parents may also indicate by this deadline that they do NOT give permission for their student to partici-
pate in anonymous surveys required by Safe & Drug-Free Schools and Communities.
